Beverage Director Christine Krenos joined forces with famed mixologist Francesco Lafranconi,
Director of Southern Wine & Spirits’ Academy of Spirits and Fine Service, to create a menu of
cocktails that are forward thinking yet familiar at an approachable price point. The cocktails, all
handcrafted with the season’s best ingredients, pay tribute to the Los Angeles lifestyle with names
like Broken Dream, Hollywood Groove and LA Mojito.

Glance, the vibrant lobby bar, offers small bites for guests to enjoy while sipping a cocktail or glass of
wine. Glance dishes include La Cuercia Prosciutto Pizza with arugula, lemon and garlic, Seared Tuna
Tacos with cabbage slaw and salsa fresca and Parmesan Meatballs with roasted tomato sauce, olive
oil and grilled bread. The beverage list offers an array of wines by the glass including global selectios
like Dom Perignon and California favorites such as Cakebread Cellars. Libations at Glance include the
Orange Flame with Bacardi Superior Rum and freshly squeezed blood orange, as well as the Verbena
Collins with Patron Silver Tequila, chartreuse and verbena.

Simon’s dedication to comfort classics with dishes like The “Meatloaf” served with mashed potatoes,
Lamb Tagine with cous cous and cucumber yogurt and Bricked Organic Chicken served with organic
farro, braised beet greens and a citrus jus. Childhood favorites are reinvented with desserts like
Twice Baked Banana Bread with spiked caramel, malted brown sugar crunch and bourbon ice cream
and Grasshopper Pie with chocolate cookie crust, mint chocolate chip ice cream and a sticky chocolate
ganache. The Burrata Bar features burrata from Gioia Cheese Company in El Monte, California
garnished with different accompaniments. Examples of selections are Pasolivo Extra Virgin Olive Oil
and Salt, Organic Tomatoes and Basil, and Organic Beets and Tomato Salad. In addition, built-in
cruvinet houses 32 carefully selected wines for guests to enjoy by the bottle or by the glass.

Off the front lobby, The Mixing Room was designed to give guests a close view of the happenings in
the L.A. LIVE campus and beyond while they enjoy small plates and cocktails that play up trends in
modern mixology. A multi layered iridescent glass art feature with flashes of color surrounds the bar
and seven television screens for viewing of sporting events and happenings. The small plates menu at
The Mixing Room offer an array of playful dishes like Reuben Fingers with spicy thousand island, Crab
Brandade Croquettes, and Deviled Eggs that are served with a choice of toppings of like smoked
salmon and Tzar Nicoli caviar, salami and pimiento or crab and avocado. Signature cocktails at The
Mixing Room include the Cuban Society with Bacardi razz rum, Galliano, and raspberries as well as
the Rooftop Passion with Herradura Silver Tequila, velvet falernum, and passion fruits.

Illy Espressamente Coffee Bar, the only signature Illy coffee bar in Los Angeles, offers guests an
authentic Italian coffee experience complimented with pastries made fresh daily by the hotel’s
talented pastry team.

ION Pool Bar boasts one of the best views of the downtown skyline and is ideal for soaking up some
California sun or enjoying a cocktail or snack before a meeting or event.
